= The merit list of candidates for admission into the
PMIR programme will be prepared based on a score
earned out of 105 marks, split into 100 marks for
written test, and 5 marks for professional
experience of at least two years in a recognised
organisation/institution.

= The admission test is designed to evaluate
qualitative aptitude, English language proficiency
and analytical skills of the candidates.

= Admission test results will be
tentatively by 2 July 2019.

= Successful candidates must enroll between 2 July
and 14 July 2019.

= Classes of the 1' semester will
tentatively from 14 July 2019.
